FOR LEAKS

Take time this week to check for leaks in plumbing fi xtures, 
irrigation systems and other equipment on your property.

It’s easy. Just turn off all water faucets and other water-using 
fi xtures, then check your water meter to see if the dial is moving. 

If it is, bingo! You have a leak. Call a plumber and have the 
leak repaired as soon as possible. 

Visually inspect faucets, pipes, and other fi xtures. 
For toilets, use dye tablets to check for leakage. Free dye tablets 

are available from the BWS, City Mill or at Satellite City Halls.

Finally, examine your lawn for wet spots where grass seems 
greener. This could indicate a broken underground pipe, 

which is also serious stuff.
